Mid Atlantic Regional Director Report - February 2009

The current membership for the Mid-Atlantic Region, as of the last report dated 1/6/2009 shows 134 current members.  This is a decline of twenty members since the September 2008 report.  As Regional Director, I have been attempting to work with the Chapter Presidents in encouraging them to seek renewals and new members.  The Mid Atlantic Region continues to work towards increasing its membership.
