I would like to thank you and the Board of Directors for the opportunity to serve NADE as the DDS Administrator/SSA Liaison. Although I have served for many years in various capacities, this position has already proven to be the most interesting. I have found it incredible to witness the amount of correspondence and issues that NADE is asked to respond to on an ongoing basis.


In October 2008, I officially began my duties by working with Past president Chuck Schimmels and Legislative Chair, Jeff Price to develop charges for the NADE ad-hoc vendor committee. The charges were written and sent to President Huskey for her and the Board’s review at the February mid year meeting in Washington, D.C. 

         In November 2008 I gave comments pertaining to the Integrated Disability Process and the Medical Source Statement. The comments were incorporated into a document that was prepared for President Huskey and subsequently sent to Ruby Burrell, SSA’s Associate Commissioner of ODD. 
         In December 2008, I sent seven new DDS Administrators a welcome letter from NADE President Huskey that encouraged them to join NADE. At this time, I also sent a letter from our NADE President to all DDS Administrators informing them about the issues NADE was involved with during 2008. This letter also asked for their support of NADE and invited them to join us at our 2009 Regional and National training conferences.
                  In January 2009, I was asked by President Huskey to draft correspondence addressed to SSA that would request permission for NADE to be part of the Establishment of the Occupational Information Development Advisory Panel. We received positive feedback from SSA concerning this request and NADE will be sending two of its’ members to Virginia in February 2009 to represent our membership on this panel. Also in January, I was asked to work with Legislative Chair Jeff Price, to draft a cover letter that would be sent to all interested organizations describing NADE’s position on DDS employee furloughs. 
                 In early February 2009, I participated in a Conference call with the NADE Executive Board to discuss the mid year board meeting agenda. Subsequent to this call, I contacted the NCDDD/NADE Liaison Noel Tyler, to discuss issues that were critical to NCDDD and NADE. The issues we agreed upon will be raised at the NADE mid year board meeting.


     I would like to add that from October 2008 through the present, I have responded to a myriad of NADE e-mails. These e-mails frequently asked for opinions and comments that President Huskey would submit to SSA.


      In closing, I would like to thank Georgina for allowing me the opportunity to serve in this capacity this year.  I have come to clearly see the depth of dedication and commitment the NADE Board has to the organization. A special thank you to Georgina, and the NADE board for all of their hard work. It is a privilege working with each of you. I look forward to all of the new issues we will face together as the year progresses.     
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
