2009 Southeast Mid-Year Report 


Despite all the changes to numerous to mention, the SE has consistently met or exceeded the goals set for them.  

Since the 9/08 NADE National Training Conference in Sioux Falls, SD the Southeast Region has been extremely busy.  The Southeast region continues to organize, train, lead, propose, and advise in every area of the disability process.  Membership has been one of their priorities and we have worked hard to retain old members and recruit new ones.  Since the National Conference in 9/08 we have increased our Region’s membership from 322 by 29 to reach a total of 351 as of 1/09.  

The next Regional Training Conference for the SE will be held in Niagara Falls, NY.  We will be joining with the Northeast, Mid-Atlantic and Great Plains for a Quad Regional Training Conference.  The Conference is scheduled for May 5-8, 2009.  They are working on an outstanding agenda planned with excellent speakers scheduled to make presentations.  

I have keep the Chapters informed of all pertinent correspondence, and have solicited their comments on various topics.

The happenings in the Southeast chapters:

The Alabama chapter (AADE) sponsored a couple of casual day fund raiser events.  To honor Breast Cancer Awareness month, they handed out pamphlets from the American Cancer Society’s entitled: “Making Strides Against Breast Cancer”.  They gave away breast cancer awareness items to 5 lucky recipients.  AADE donated $70.00 from one of their casual day fund raisers to the local American Cancer Society.  In December they hosted their annual Silent Auction for charity, December 15th through 18th.  This year they selected Glenwood Autism and Behavioral Health Center as the recipient of their proceeds.  They donated $1, 030.00 to the Center.  
The Louisville, Kentucky chapter (DCADE) sponsored a rest home for the holiday period and supplied them with necessities that they would not have other wise had.  DCADE collected recipes to put in a cook book which should be available soon.  For the next several months they have plans to send valentine cards to the rest home they sponsored in December, also plans a Chili cook-off in February.  In March they plan to have a blind auction (this is where you take old things or gifts that you no longer want or need that are in good condition and wrap them then have an auction on them).  They continue to work on recruitment of members.  
The Florida chapter FADE has been sending out information on their Chapter to the staff state wide and continues to work toward recruiting new members.  
The Georgia chapter (GADE) had a food drive during the Thanksgiving holiday and food was delivered to one of the neighborhood Food shelters.  They had an “Angel tree” in the lobby during the holiday wherein paper angels were placed on it for early decoration.  They adopted a foster home and contact elderly homes asking for residents who had no family that they could give item to.  The tree was open to the whole agency to choose an Angel to donate a gift to during the Holidays.  They continue to work on recruitment of members.  They have additional activities planned for the up coming months including a Lunch and Learn about GADE/NADE and they plan to sponsor their Director’s retirement events in June.  
The Frankfort, Kentucky chapter (KADE) is feverishly working toward their big goal this year – the 2009 National Conference in Covington, KY!  They have reserved a riverboat for the awards banquet and a leisurely trip down the Ohio River.  The Conference Committee also has many other things planned for fun, entertainment, and learning.  It is going to be a great time for all.  Fundraising for the convention has been our number one goal the past year as well as this year, but we have taken time out of that to have a coat and food drive over the Thanksgiving and Christmas season, as well as a lunch and learn with the Shriner’s Hospital of Lexington, KY.  They have also donated money to local animal shelters and food pantry’s with part of the proceeds from some of our numerous fundraisers.  They have also welcomed several new members to the 
Chapter.  Another huge accomplishment is that KADE created a new Chapter newsletter so that the entire DDS office can keep up to date on KADE events as well as national information.  They are  looking forward to seeing all of you at the conference and are excited that you can join them in appreciating the beauty and majesty of the nation’s horse country.   

The Mississippi chapter (MADE) was able to raise $200 in November to give as a donation to the Stew Pot, an organization that feeds the needy.  Thanksgiving food boxes including a turkey, vegetables and all the fixing were provided with the donation.  Membership recruitment has begun with an informative talk to encourage our newest examiner class of 23 examiners to join NADE/MADE  In conjunction with this, MADE is sponsoring a Booth at the Agency's Statewide Training Conference on Feb 2-3, 2009. A half page advertisement will be placed in the Program and MADE will be mentioned as a Sponsor of a Networking Reception the evening of Feb 2, 2009. Information on NADE/MADE will be available at the booth as well as Membership applications for new members to join. 
The South Carolina chapter (SCADES) planning continues for the 2010 NADE Tri-Regional Conference being hosted in Charleston, SC March 7-10, 2010.  Dr. Lisa Varner has received permission to show a promotional video presentation at the 2009 NADE Regional Conference.  Fundraising events continue on an on-going basis.  Fundraising events have included “numerous challenges” to win gift cards donated by local businesses.  The Greenville Regional Office held another bake sale during the month of December.   The Custom Framer, a local frame shop, donated a double matted and framed print of the Charleston Battery valued at more than $300.00, which was used as a state wide fundraiser in each of the regional offices.  The Columbia Regional Office will be hosting a Valentine Cookie Sale on February 13, 2009. All DDS employees will be able to participate. New members continue to be actively recruited. The office representatives are forwarded the membership rosters and encouraged to maintain contact with current members and invite past members to join.  All NADE correspondence is forwarded to each office representative who is responsible for distributing the information via email to member participants in their offices.  Additionally, each new training class now receives a formal SCADES/NADE presentation to demonstrate the value of participating in NADE.

The Tennessee chapter (TADE) distributed in October leftover goodie bags from the 2008 NADE National Training Conference and recent copies of the NADE Advocate to the new class of trainees.  In December an agency wide chili cook-off was held.  In January TADE hosted a mixer to allow members a chance to meet and greet the new trainees.  They have plans to host an upcoming Lunch and Learn and another Chili and soup cook-off.  They continue to work on recruitment of members.  
The North Carolina chapter (THADE) sponsored a Fall Breakfast which included doughnuts, muffins, coffee and juice for all THADE members.  Care Packages for the troops:  THADE provided over 100 care packages for each branch of the armed service.  

In September they had someone come and speak on behalf of the Catfish Hunter ALS Chapter.  Miss North Carolina, Amanda Watson, was also in attendance and made a presentation on behalf of the ALS Chapter.  In November, one of our THADE members held a Scrap booking Seminar to show ways to make your own Holiday cards to save in this economy.  EMPLOYEE APPRECIATION:  In October THADE sponsored a week of activities.  The theme was “NC DDS Olympics”.  We began on Monday morning with the torch run.  The torch was brought into the Main Conference Room by our DDS Administrator, and THADE member, Rhonda Currie.  Each day trivia questions were sent to the units to compete in the Trivia Contest.  The biggest hit of the week was “FAMILY FEUD”.  They also have an ongoing effort to retain old and recruit new members
The things mentioned above are but a few of the many fundraisers and activities that these busy chapters have held and sponsored since September.
