VII. New business
b) Consideration of approval of Ad Hoc Corporate Membership Committee: Peter Fox motion to approve Ad Hoc Corporate Membership Committee with a sunset date of September 2011, Al Peletier seconded.  No discussion. Motion carried.
c) Consideration of elevating Ad Hoc Committees to Standing Committees: DDS Medical Consultants, Disability Hearing Officers, Professional  Relations Officers, and Retirees. Anne Graham move to elevate DDS Medical Consultants, Disability Hearing Officers, Public Relations Officers, and Retirees to Standing Committees, Peter Fox seconded. Discussion: It was brought to the attention that the Ad Hoc Disability Hearing Officers Committee was already a standing committee. Motion was amended to elevate the Medical Consultants, Professional Relations Officers, and Retirees to standing committees. Motion carried.
d) Conference Planners:  Jeff Price motioned to change the Chapter Services Handbook to state:  “It is required that a conference planner be used for all National Conferences and recommended for regional conferences”. Susan Smith seconded. Discussion – The pros of utilizing conference planners was discussed. Some felt that the cost of utilizing conference planners would be incorporated in the overall fee totals. Detailed explanation of exactly how conference planners worked and how they obtained their fees was given. There would be not additional fees to for the planners. The overall all benefits would be a great asset to NADE and a great cost saving tool. Motion carried by majority vote.
e) Combining Nominations Committee and Elections & Credentials 
Committee – Jeff Price motioned to the general membership the combining of the two committees: Nominations Committee and Elections & Credentials Committee. Even though the committees are different, they have similar responsibilities. Sharon Belt seconded. Discussion: Members of general membership wanted the rationale for combining the two committees.  In the past there has been some confusion as to which committee was responsible for what actions. There should be clear, define guidelines as to the exact duties of the committee, and they should be followed.  Motion carried.
f) E-Newsletter should be considered the Standard form to receive the Advocate.  It was proposed that the E-Newsletter be considered the standard form in which to receive the Advocate for new members and paper is the default. If current members want to change to electronic, they need to notify their chapter president. For those who want to continue to receive Advocate in paper form, they may still do so. James Brooks moved to have the E-Newsletter be the standard form to receive the Advocate and paper be the default, David Kramer seconded. Motion carried.
