CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS
ARIZONA NADE CHAPTER

NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF DISABILITY EXAMINERS

Part One: Constitution
Article I

Name

The name of the organization shall be the ARIZONA ASSOCIATION OF DISABILITY EXAMINERS.

Article II

Affiliation

1. AADE (Arizona Association of Disability Examiners) shall be a Chapter of the National Association of Disability Examiners.

2. AADE shall comply with the Constitution and By-Laws of the National Association of Disability Examiners.

Article III

Purpose

The purpose of the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners shall be basically the same as its parent organization, the National Association of Disability Examiners. The specific purposes shall be:

1. To increase the understanding of the processes and purposes of disability examiners;

2. To encourage the improvement of quality of work of all individuals engaged in disability examination;

3. To advance rehabilitation for handicapped persons by increased and improved referrals;

4. To serve as spokesman for disability examiners in matters of concern to the group;

5. To maintain communication with parallel associations and agencies;

6. To improve professional status of members of this organization. 

Article IV

Territory

The geographical boundaries of the organization shall be coincident with those of the state of Arizona.

Article V

Membership

1. Anyone engaged in activities involved in the documentation and/or evaluation of medical and/or vocational information submitted in support of application for disability benefits is eligible for membership in the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners. 
2. Membership for the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners shall be consistent with membership requirements for the National Association of Disability Examiners.
3. Members of the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners must be members of the National Association of Disability Examiners. 

4. The membership year shall begin January 1 and end December 31. 

ARTICLE VI

Officers

The officers of the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners shall be President, Vice President, Secretary/Membership, and Treasurer elected annually from and by the membership. 

ARTICLE VII

Board of Directors

There shall be a Board of Directors whose composition and duties shall be defined in the By-laws.

ARTICLE VIII

Amendments

1. This constitution may be amended at any regular meeting of the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners at which a quorum is present.

2. Members of the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners must be notified in advance of any meeting at which a proposed amendment to the Constitution is to be considered. 

3. Any proposed amendment must be submitted to the Board of Directors. 

4. The Board of Directors must submit this proposed amendment to the membership of the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners.

5. The Board of Directors must submit a recommendation for or against the proposed amendment to the Constitution.
6. Two-thirds (2/3) vote of the members present shall be required for passage of a proposed amendment to the Constitution.

ARTICLE IX

By-Laws

1. The Arizona Association of Disability Examiners shall adopt By-Laws necessary for operation of the organization.

2. By-Laws of the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners shall be consistent with those of the National Association of Disability Examiners.

Part two: Bylaws
ARTICLE I

Meetings

1. The Arizona Association of Disability Examiners shall meet at the call of the President.

2. There shall be one or more business meetings annually of the membership. 

3. There shall be other meetings as the President and the Board of Directors may deem necessary.

4. Fifty per cent (50%) of the membership plus one present shall constitute a quorum, after due notice has been sent. 

5. Robert’s Rules of Order (Revised) shall govern all meetings. 

6. Members shall be notified in writing in advance of the purpose of the meetings called for amendment to the Constitution or election of officers.

ARTICLE II

Officers

1. Officers shall be President, Vice-President, Secretary/Membership and treasurer.

2. Officers shall be elected at a regular meeting held prior to the end of a membership year. 

3. Officers shall take office on the First of January.

4. Officers shall serve for one year.

5. Officers will be eligible for a second term. 

6. Duties of elected officers shall be those usually pertaining to such positions.

ARTICLE III

Board of Directors

1. Duties of the Board shall be: 

a. To serve as Executive Board for Arizona Association of Disability Examiners;

b. To transact business of Arizona Association of Disability Examiners between Chapter meetings;

c. To maintain effective liaison with the National Association of Disability Examiners.

2. Membership of the Board of Directors shall consist of:

a. The President, Vice-President, and Secretary/Membership and Treasurer of the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners who shall act in these capacities of the Board;
b. The immediate past President of the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners shall also be a member;

c. One member-at-large for each ten members of the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners;

d. One representative to the Pacific Regional Board; elected at the same time as the Chapter officers.

3. Members-at-large shall be elected for three-year terms, so staggered that no more than one-third (1/3) of the total membership must be elected in one year.

4. When a vacancy of the Board of Directors occurs, the remaining members shall elect a successor to fill the unexpired term. Approval of the selection must be given by the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners at the next business meeting. 

5. A quorum of the Board shall be 50% of its membership plus one.

6. The President, with approval of the Board, shall appoint a membership committee and a nominating committee and such other committees as are deemed to be needed to transact the business of the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners. Such committees shall work in concert with ARA committees having similar functions.
7. The President, with approval of the Board, may appoint one or more members to represent the Arizona Association of Disability Examiners at meetings of the National Association of Disability Examiners, and at other meetings which AADE should be represented. At least ten (10) days prior to such meetings, the President shall notify the National Association of Disability Examiners of the appointment. 

ARTICLE IV
Amendments

These By-Laws may be amended by a majority vote of members present at any business meeting providing proposed amendments are first submitted to the Board of Directors who shall transmit same to the AADE meeting with recommendation for or against passage.

ARTICLE V

Dues

There shall be not dues other than those of the National Association.
