2.  To encourage the improvement of quality of work of all individuals engaged in

     disability examination.

3.  To advance rehabilitation for handicapped persons by increased and improved 

      referrals

4.  To serve as spokesman for disability examiners in matters of concern to the group.
5.  To maintain communication with parallel associations and agencies providing   

     employment services.

6.  To improve professional status of members of this organization.

     National Association of Disability Examiners.
4.  The membership year shall begin June 1 and end May 31.

The officers of the Nevada Association of Disability Examiners shall be President, Vice President, Secretary/Membership, and Treasurer elected annually from and by the membership.  The Board of Directors will be composed of said Officers.

                                                    Amendments

1.  This constitution may be amended at any regular meeting of the Nevada Association 

     of Disability Examiners at which a quorum is present.

2.  Members of the Nevada Association of Disability Examiners must be notified in

     Advance of any meeting at which a proposed amendment to the constitution is to

     be considered.

3.  Any proposed amendment must be submitted to the Board of Directors.
4.  The Board of Directors must submit this proposed amendment to the membership

      of the Nevada Association of Disability Examiners.

5.  The Board of Directors must submit a recommendation for or against the proposed

      amendment to the Constitution.

6.  Two-thirds (2/3) vote of the members present shall be required for the passage of a

      proposed amendment to the Constitution.

                                                   ARTICLE VIII

                                                       By-Laws

1.  The Nevada Association of Disability Examiners shall adopt By-Laws necessary for 

     the operation of the Organization.

2.  By-Laws of the Nevada Association of Disability examiners shall be consistent with

     those of the National Association of Disability Examiners.
BY-LAWS OF THE NEVADA ASSOCIATION OF DISABILTY EXAMINERS
ARTICLE I

Meetings

1. The Nevada Association of Disability Examiners shall meet at the call of the President. 

2. There shall be one or more business meetings annually of the membership. 

3. There shall be other meetings as the President and the board of directors may deem necessary.

4. Fifty per cent (50%) of the membership plus one shall constitute a quorum. 

5. Robert’s Rules of order (Revised) shall govern all meetings.

6. Members shall be notified in writing in advance of the purpose of meetings called for amendment to the Constitution or election of officers. 

ARTICLE II

Officers

1. Officers shall be President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer.

2. Officers shall be elected by mailed ballot prior to end of membership year.

3. Officers shall take office on the first of January. 

4. Officers shall serve for one year.

5. Officers will be eligible for a second term.

6. Duties of elected officer shall be those usually pertaining to such positions.

7. No member shall hold more than one office at any given time. 

ARTICLE III

Board of Directors

1. Duties of the Board shall be:

a. To serve as Executive Board for Nevada Association of Disability Examiners.

b. To transact business of Nevada Association of Disability Examiners.

c. To maintain effective liaison with the National Association of Disability Examiners. 

2. Membership of the Board of Directors shall consist of:

a. The President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer of the Nevada Association of Disability Examiners who shall act in these capacities of the board.

b. The immediate past President of the Nevada Association of Disability Examiners shall also be a member.

c. One member-at-large and then one additional members-at-large for each additional ten (10) members of the Nevada Association of Disability Examiners.

3. Members-at-large shall be elected for two year terms, so staggered that no more than one-third (1/3) of the total membership must be elected in one year.

4. When a vacancy of the Board of Directors occurs, the remaining members shall elect a successor to fill the unexpired term. Approval of the selection must be given by the Nevada Association of Disability Examiners at the next business meeting.

5. A quorum of the board shall be fifty percent (50%) of its membership plus one. 

6. The President, with approval of the board, shall appoint a membership committee and a nominating committee and other such committees as are deemed to be needed to transact the business of the Nevada Association of Disability Examiners. Such committees shall work in concert with NEVADE committees having similar functions. 
7. The president, with approval of the Board, may appoint one or more members to represent the Nevada Association of Disability examiners at meetings of the National Association of Disability Examiners, and at other meetings at which NEVADE should be represented. At least ten (10) days prior to such meetings, the President shall cause the Executive Director of the National Association of Disability Examiners, or other organizations to be advised of such appointment. 
ARTICLE IV

Amendments

These By-laws may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of members present at any business meeting, provided proposed amendments are first submitted to the Board of Directors, who shall transmit same to the NEVADE meeting with recommendation for or against passage. 
ARTICLE V

Nominations and Elections

1. The yearly office elections shall be by official mailed ballots. 

2. Ballots shall be mailed to each NEVADE member 30 days prior to end of membership year. All ballots must be in teller’s hands by December 20th to be counted.

3. The President shall appoint nominating committee. This committee will choose candidates for each office. This slate will be submitted to the membership for the last regularly scheduled chapter meeting which falls on or before December 1. Nominations will also be accepted from the floor for that same meeting. 

4. In order to run for office, a person must be a member of NEVADE at the time of the nomination.

5. Officers will be elected by a majority of votes cast. If no one person (for each office) wins by a clear majority, then there will be a run off election (mailed ballots) between the two persons receiving the most votes.
