CONSTITUTION
UTAH ASSOCIATION OF DISABILITY EXAMINERS

Article I:

NAME AND AFFILIATION

The name of this Chapter shall be the Utah Association of Disability Examiners or UTADE, a subdivision of the National Association of Disability Examiners.

Article II:
PURPOSE

Section 1—It shall be the purpose of this Association to promote and assist in the professional implementation of the adjudicative process in disability determinations. Concomitant purposes of the Association shall be:

(a) To provide optimum service for disability applicants.

(b) To conduct the adjudicative process in a manner as to ensure that applicants receive a timely and fair decision.

(c) To maintain an equitable employment structure with the standards, educational and training opportunities needed for developing and retaining high caliber disability examiners. 

(d) To advance public relations through communications with appropriate federal, state, and local agencies, the press, the medical community and others as needed.

Article III:

MEMBERSHIP

All persons whose work of a primary nature is connected with Disability Evaluation. 

Section 1- -Classes of membership of this Association will be professional and support. A professional member will be an adjudicator of claims, administrator, or supervisor of examiners, medical or vocational consultant to DDS, or retired professional member. A support member shall be any person employed by DDS or who has a special interest in evaluation of claims for DIB but is not eligible for professional membership.

Section 2 - -Fees shall be assessed as required by Chapter needs and as suggested by the Executive Committee and approved by the majority of the membership.
Article IV:
ADMINISTRATION

Section 1 - -The Executive Committee shall consist of the president, vice president, secretary, treasurer, and executive board member.

(a) The members of the Executive Committee shall be elected annually at a Chapter meeting prior to the end of the calendar year following the NADE conference, to take office January 1 of the following year.

(b) The Executive committee shall serve as the Chapter’s policymaking body and shall conduct, in conformity with the constitution, affairs of the Chapter when it is not in session. Three members of the Executive Committee shall constitute a quorum. Specifically, the Executive committee shall have the power to:

1. Fix the time and place of meetings over and above the constitutionally required sessions. 

2. Authorize the expenditure of money up to $10.00 without the approval of the membership.

3. Authorize the president to appoint supplemental committees as needed.
4. Propose addition or amendment of by-laws.

5. Take any legitimate steps as may be necessary to carry out a program or function determined by the vote of the members and not otherwise provided for. 

(c) The functions of the officers constituting the Executive Committee shall be as follows:

President- -Shall preside at executive and membership meetings. Shall appoint committees, exercise supervision over the Chapter affairs, and coordinate the work of the Chapter with that of the National Association of Disability Examiners and other Chapters in other states.

Vice President- -Shall assume the duties of the president in the event of absence of the president.

Secretary- -Shall keep a record of all the minutes of said Chapter and publish them within one week of the last meeting. 

Treasurer- -Shall collect any fees authorized by the Executive Committee, have custody of the funds of the Chapter, make expenditures as authorized by the Executive Committee, and maintain a record of all receipts and expenditures. 

Executive Board Member- -Shall conduct prescribed duties by serving in the capacity of liaison between the Regional Board and UTADE.

(d) The fiscal affairs of the Chapter shall be audited annually prior to the annual election. One member appointed by the president shall conduct the audit. A financial report shall be submitted to the membership on a semi-annual basis.

Article V:

ELECTIONS
Annually, the Executive Committee shall conduct an election for president, vice-president, secretary, treasurer, and executive board member as provided for by the constitution and By-Laws. 

Article VI:

MEETINGS

There shall be a minimum of one business meeting per year and also a minimum of one Executive Committee meeting per year. 

Article VII:

BY-LAWS

The Constitution may be altered, amended, or otherwise enhanced by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Chapter providing that a quorum of the membership is present. In the event that a quorum of the membership is not present, then the secretary will be authorized to conduct a poll by mail or telephone. A notice of the proposed change must be provided to the membership at least one week prior to the meeting. 

Article VIII:

QUORUM

A quorum of the membership at any regular or special meeting shall consist of 50% of the membership.
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
