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ARTICLE  I.
NAME

The name of this organization shall be the Wyoming Chapter of Disability Examiners, a member chapter of the National Association of Disability Examiners.

ARTICLE  II.
RELATIONSHIP to the NATIONAL ASSOCIATION of DISABILITY EXAMINERS

The Wyoming Chapter of Disability Examiners is a chapter of the National Association of Disability Examiners and is subject to the provisions of the NADE constitution and by-laws set forth by the Great Plains Regional Chapter of the National Association of Disability Examiners.

ARTICLE  III.
DEFINITIONS

For the purpose of the the Constitution:

1. Association means National Association of Disability Examiners, hereinafter also referred to as NADE.

2. Wyoming Chapter means the local organization: Wyoming Association of Disability Examiners; a chapter of the Great Plains Region and of the National Association of Disability Examiners.

3. Executive Committee means the Board of Directors, which shall be the governing body of the Chapter.

4. Disability Examiners refers to those individuals who engage in developing, documenting, adjudicating and processing applications for disability benefits filed under the provisions of the Social Security Act.

ARTICLE  IV.
PURPOSE

To foster, promote and participate in activities designed to:

1. Improve the documentation of applications for disability benefits and the evaluation of medical and vocational information obtained in connection with such applications.

2. Develop professional standards and training opportunities for all individuals engaged in the adjudication of disability claims. 

3. Provide a forum for the discussion of problems related to the adjudication of disability claims. 

4. Increase the understanding of disability programs by the medical community and the general public.

5. Develop high standards of professional and ethical service to the general public.

ARTICLE  V.
MEMBERSHIP

Membership shall be eligible for membership, subject to the provisions described in the Regional and National Constitution. 

Membership provides eligibility to vote in the Delegate Assembly, being the membership as a whole.

ARTICLE VI.
 ELECTIONS, OFFICERS and DUTIES

At the first Chapter meeting following the Annual NADE Conference, the membership shall elect a President, Vice-President, Secretary-Treasurer and Chapter Director. These officers shall comprise the Executive Committee.

1. The Executive Committee shall conduct, in conformity with the Constitution, the affairs of the Chapter when it is not in session.

2. The President shall preside at all meetings, appoint committees, aid in coordinating the work of the Chapter with that of the Association and other Chapters, and assign individuals to special assignments as necessary.

3. The Vice-President shall perform the duties of the President in their absence or request and shall serve as program chair at the annual meeting.

4. The Secretary-Treasurer shall maintain records of the proceedings or official sessions of the meetings. They shall assume custody and accountability of funds. They shall furnish a financial report as requested by the Executive Committee and the membership at the annual meeting.

5. The WADE Chapter Director shall serve as liaison to NADE and provide relative data to the WADE membership.

ARTICLE   VII.
COMMITTEES:

The President may appoint committees as the necessity arises.

ARTICLE   VIII.
MEETINGS:

Annually, the Chapter shall convene at a time and place to be selected by the President within 20 days following the close of the annual NADE convention.

The Executive Committee shall call meetings of the Chapter as needed to conduct business at a time and place selected by the Committee.

1. Voting shall be by show of hands or by majority voice, except for secret ballot in the election of officers.

2. Voting by proxy will be permitted if signed and submitted to the Secretary-Treasurer or President prior

 to the meeting time.

ARTICLES  IX.
AMENDMENTS:

Amendments must be prepared in wring and copies furnished to all members a week in advance of a scheduled meeting. A vote must be taken at the scheduled meeting and majority approval of membership present is required to adopt an amendment.

ARTICLE  X.
Parliamentary Authority:

The rules contained in “Robert’s Rules of Order” shall govern this organization in all cases to which they are applicable provided the said rules are not in conflict with the Constitution of the National Association of Disability Examiners. Should conflict arise, the guidelines and rules set forth by NADE shall take priority.
