Charges for the Litigation Monitoring Committee Chair, 09-10

1.Shall identify and track SSA litigation and monitor court cases relating to the disability program.
2. Shall prepare and maintain a database chart or other records of the court orders under which states are currently processing cases.
3. Shall report to the President any major pending cases that will impact on disability case processing and reference the pertinent affected states.
4. Shall report to the mid-year and annual Board meetings and the annual General Membership meeting, summarizing in a ½ page executive summary highlights for reading at the General Membership meeting.
5. Shall inform committee members of the committee duties and keep them informed of progress in fulfilling those duties.
6.  Shall mentor their successor in this role.

7. Shall send copies of all correspondence to the NADE President and President-elect.
8. When the term of office ends, shall image all appropriate records, not including records previously submitted to the NADE Secretary, and submit to the NADE Historian electronically.
