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NADE is a nationwide organization open to those involved in or interested in disability evaluations.  Membership in the national organization also entitles you to membership in your local Chapter.  NADE has three membership classifications.   Full Associate and Corporate.
A Full Member is: 

· Any person employed in adjudicative review, administrative or support capacity in a disability program in the private or public sector including SSA.

· Any person empowered by a  Federal or State Agency empowered to revise  the disability decision.

· A consultant to a disability program, including physicians, psychologists, social workers and vocational specialists.

An Associate Member is:
· Any person not employed by a disability program but who has a special interest in the evaluation of claims for disability benefits.

A Corporate Member is:
· Any Organization /corporation interested in the documentation or evaluation of medical and vocational information submitted in support of applications for benefits under the disability program.

Associate and Corporate Members have all the rights and privileges as Full members but do not serve as delegates to the Delegate Assembly.

New members who join in January  will receive full membership through June of the next year.
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· To develop the art and science of disability evaluation.
· To enhance public awareness about disability evaluation 

· To further professional recognition for disability evaluation practitioners.
To Accomplish These Aims NADE:
· Monitor new developments and technologies in our field. 

· Monitors legislation and testifies before Congress.
· Reviews regulations and provides input to agencies such as SSA .

· Provides advanced professional education.

· Publishes the NADE Advocate to keep members 

· Informed on issues.

· Administers a certification program designed to strengthen professional standing .

· Conducts State, regional and National  Training conferences to bring together people with common interests.

· Supports local Chapters in their activities to promote the art and science of disability
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
