BYLAWS
OF

THE COUNCIL OF CHAPTER PRESIDENT

OF

THE NATIONAL ASSOCIATION

OF

DISABILITY EXAMINERS
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Article I  –  By-Laws 

This document shall be known as the By-Laws of the Council of Chapter Presidents of the National Association of Disability Examiners adopted pursuant to Article XIII of their Constitution and subject to the authority of the Association’s Constitution and By-Laws.  

Article II  –  Definitions 


For the purpose of these By-Laws: 

1) Association shall mean the National Association of Disability Examiners;

2) Chapter shall mean any Chapter of the Association as defined in its By-Laws;

3) Board shall mean the Association’s Board of Directors;

4) Council shall meant the Council of Chapter Presidents. 

Article III  –   Purpose 

The purpose of the Council shall be: 
1) advise the Board on any issue facing the Association by providing a direct   
channel from the mutual exchange of ideas and counsel between the Board and the Chapters.

2) provide a medium for exchange of ideas between Chapters;

3) provide an opportunity for growth and identification of new potential national leadership;

4) assist the Association in carrying out its overall goals at the national, regional and state levels;

5) unify and correlate individual efforts to increase the Association’s impact and influence of the disability program. 

Article IV   –   Organization 

1) Membership – The President, President-Elect (or equivalent) and Immediate Past-President of each Chapter, or their designee are entitled to membership.

2) Meetings – The Council shall meet formally at the time and place of the annual meeting of the Association. Information meetings are encouraged for members of each Region at their respective annual Regional Association meetings.  A portion of each meeting shall be devoted to discussion of Leadership issues.  

3) Leadership

A) The membership shall elect a Chairperson whose term shall be one year and who may succeed him/herself. 

Duties shall include:
1) serve as group discussion leader at the annual meeting and submit a report of that meeting to all CCP members and the Board.

2) represent the Council and serve as a full member of the Board.

3) coordinate communication between the Board and Council members.

4) appoint any special committees as necessary.

5) oversee and disperse funds allocated to the Council by the                        Board.

B) The Chairperson shall appoint a Secretary whose term shall be one year and who may succeed him/herself. 

Duties shall include:

1) record and report minutes of each Council meeting. 

2) Assist the Chairperson in submitting a report of Council meetings and activities to the Board.

3) Assure that appropriate Council items are prepared for publication in The Advocate on a timely basis. 

4) Voting 

A) Each Chartered Chapter shall have one vote.
B) In the event a Chapter is unable to be represented at the annual meeting, the Chapter President shall provide a written proxy to another member of the Council. If the Chapter President fails to provide a written proxy, that chapter shall have no vote at that meeting. 

Article V   –   Amendments 

Any member of the Council may propose an amendment at the annual meeting. Upon ratification by a majority of members present and voting, the amendment shall become effective immediately.
