This year has been a busy one in NADE.  The focus is to increase membership and activities for NADE members. 

CADE-The DC chapter of NADE has renewed its non-profit status.  Information was provided to the staff on how to join NADE and the benefits that comes with membership.  For NDPW, daily emails went out to show case a NADE member’s aspirations and goals.  Each email offered a variety of ways that we could ignite our superpowers to benefit ourselves, inside and outside the office.  The final day of NDPW week, snacks were handed out to the office.  Currently, we are collaborating with the Social committee to organize a school supply drive in August.  The DC office serves a number of individuals who are homeless.
