2017 Great Plains Report  End of Year report
As part of my charges as Regional Director, I have kept in regular email communication with my region regarding any NADE updates and requests for comments as well information regarding National Organ Donation Month, NDPW, Awards Nominations and all information regarding the NTC.  
I have encouraged all NADE members to renew their memberships, emailing members early in May. I emailed individual retirees requesting they renew their memberships. When non-renewals came out, I again sent out emails encouraging individuals to renew their memberships.  
Our chapters consist of Missouri, Nebraska, North Dakota, South Dakota, Iowa, Kansas, Colorado, Utah and Wyoming with no current members in ND.  Some of these chapters are quite active while others are not.  Unfortunately, we do not have any current members in ND.  The three Iowa members we did have are retiring in the near future and have chosen not to renew, despite their many years as members. Here is what some of our chapters have been doing within the last six months: 


Cape Girardeau, MO—They hosted a recruitment breakfast with a drawing for one NADE  free membership. Also, a food drive for SEMO Food Bank with line unit competition with 391 lbs. of food collected. They hosted a lunch and learn “How your body language shapes who you are” and 2 short segments from “On the Road with Steve Hartman” and another lunch and learn with Robert Bunger, Ergonomic Specialist. They also had an “Easter Egg Eggstravaganza” and office-wide egg hunt- raised $32.50 for MADE.  They had NDPW events including supply drive for the community, BBQ, lunch and learn “Why aren’t we more compassionate” by Daniel Goleman and “Life lesson from a volunteer firefighter” by Mark Bezos.  They also hosted a “bring your kid to work day. 

Kansas City, MO—They hosted a new member lunch and learn, MADE members provided soup and salad and we gave a short presentation about MADE. We also had a drawing and gave a way a free membership to one of the new members. They hosted lunch and learn where QA presented on common errors that QA sees in cases and how we can avoid them.  During NDPW, they hosted stress relievers and minute to win it games, also a  BBQ and Pie in the Face fundraiser.
