The Southeast Region has been very active this year. From September to May, we increased our membership by 45% by adding 71 new members. We did experience some membership loses (57) from June to August due to issues with membership renewal, but myself and the Southeast Chapter Presidents have been actively reaching out to ensure that all Southeast members are aware of the need to renew and to offer any assistance needed. During my time as the Southeast Regional Director, I have been in regular contact with all Southeast Chapters to provide NADE updates, distribute member reports, answer questions, and address any concerns. I also had the pleasure to visit with the Tennessee Chapter in March. It has been my privilege to serve as the Southeast Regional Director. I look forward to continuing my work with NADE.
The Southeast NADE Chapters have generously given of their time and talents to perform service in their local communities. We have also organized many creative activities to promote NADE to our DDS co-workers. Please see the summary of our activities below: 

SE Chapter Activities: 

AADE: 

The AADE Chapter has been very active since the National Training Conference.  We began the new fiscal year in August 2016 with an Awards presentation, where two certificates, 3 regional and 5 national awards were presented. AADE hosted activities almost every month this year including a luncheon to honor veterans for Veteran’s Day, a Christmas luncheon, a new membership drive in January, a fundraiser for Breast Cancer Awareness Month, a charity drive and donation to Family Connections for National Disability Professionals Week, and a back to school drive in July.  AADE also published its first AADE newsletter in February. 

GADE: 
GADE hosted “Represent in Pink Days” every Thursday in October to promote Breast Cancer Awareness Month. GADE sponsored a flu shots clinic for all GA DDS staff. GADE provided desert to all staff at the GA DDS End of Year Celebration. In November, GADE hosted a Food Drive for The Southeast Gwinnett Co-op and a Halloween Contest and Treats for all GA DDS staff. For the holidays, GADE sponsored an Angel Tree. The beneficiaries were Hope House – a shelter which services women and children of domestic violence and Pruitt Healthcare Nursing Facility.  During NDPW, GADE treated staff to both grab & go breakfast treats on Tuesday morning & ice cream treats on Thursday afternoon. 
MADE: 
MADE has doubled its membership this year with the help of their January Membership drive. MADE has been very active in their community with a collection for The Opportunity Center, providing gifts for six children during the holidays, and collecting bottles and money to donate to tornado and storm victims in the Hattiesburg and Petal MS area. MADE held several fundraisers this year, including a bake sale and a raffle sale.
THADE: 

THADE had a busy and productive year. We hosted a successful membership drive in January, recruiting nine new members. THADE sponsored an Ice Cream Social for members for NDPW and members also reported any personal community service hours, and daily received stories of service emails. THADE awarded a $750 scholarship to the child a THADE member. THADE assisted in their community by collecting items in February for the homeless population in Raleigh that were given to the Salvation Army for distribution to those in need. THADE also joined with sister agencies in the state for the annual “Bunny Drive”, collecting  stuffed animals for children who are in the hosptial during the Easter holiday. 

SCADES: 

In September, SCADES held a New Employee Meet and Greet Mixer to inform new hires about the benefits of SCADES/NADE. The SCADES Annual Membership meeting was held during the SCVRA Conference in Charleston, SC with members from all five offices. We provided funds for each of the regional offices to host an event for NDPW. All of our offices chose to host an ice cream social where NADE information was passed on to employees. SCADES also held several fundraisers including a fundraiser at the SCVRA Conference, a “Trash to Treasure” sale, a Valentine’s Day bake sale, and a Souper Bowl Fundraiser. A portion of the proceeds from these fundraisers were donated to Pattison DREAM Academy and the Harvest Hope Food Bank. 
TADE: 
In September, TADE board elections held and new officers were elected. TADE hosted several activities this year including a Pizza & Wings Membership Drive focused toward their two newest Examiner Training classes, Agency wide Soup Competition, and an Agency wide Holiday Dessert Bake-off. During NPDW, TADE hosted a luncheon at 2nd Harvest Food Bank where 40% of the purchase price of the meals went directly to the food bank. In August, the TADE chapter held a retirement party for SHARON SUMMERS who retired after 32 years of state service.
KADE:

KADE currently is in the process of rebuilding and plans to focus on recruiting additional members and becoming more active in 2017-2018.
