 NADE Great Plains Regional Director 2018 Mid-Year Report 
I had asked for and obtained volunteers to serve on all committees as requested by the NADE President. 
I sent out updates regarding the NADE National Conference including a summary from all the presentations.  I also sent my region the NADE Testimony by the Subcommittee on Social Security, Committee on Ways and Means.  I reached out to a person from ND who had went to the conference as a non-NADE member and tried to get her to join and sent a follow up email as well. I sent emails to the Great Plains regions with our monthly membership reports.  To help with rebuilding our region, I started sending emails about the annual membership drive in December, reminding chapter presidents about the 18-month incentive and the membership grant.  I also requested that members submit theme for NDPW as well as articles for the NADE Advocate.  

I have been helping rebuild our Nebraska chapter since October 2017, working with the chapter president in sending her information about recruitment and retention as well as fundraising ideas. I was working closely with her in sending her information about NADE and how our Association works and how it in maintaining professionalism in the DDS.  

With my regional money for recruitment, I sent $25 to the Wyoming, SD, Nebraska, Kansas, Montana and Colorado chapters.  
Here are the highlights of Great Plains Chapters activities: 
Colorado:  Monthly Pay Day Pizza- CADE sells pizza and soda each month. Proceeds to CADE, Monthly Lunch and Learns; Ham and Turkey raffle with proceeds go to CADE; Donation drive for a DDS retiree who suffered a CVA; Toys for Tots;  Adopt a Family through the Salvation Army.

Kansas: Membership Drive. 
Missouri:
Cape Girardeau: 
Fall themed raffle basket that raised over $200 that was donated to the Red Cross for hurricane relief in 09/2017. They provided snacks and refreshments for the DCPS Project that happened in our office in 09/2017. They sponsored a Pink Day/Jeans day in 10/2017 and made a $100 donation to Pink Up Cape. We had a fundraiser lunch for a little boy who recently had a heart transplant in 10/2017  They hosted a lunch and Learn.  They had MADE members participate with Feed My Starving Children in 12/2017. They sponsored a family through the Adopt a Family project and sold candy canes for co-workers as a fundraiser in 12/2017.

Jefferson City: 

At Christmas-time, they held a supply and money drive for the Hope House, which is a homeless shelter for teen girls and were able to donate multiple needed supplies such as toilet paper and cleaning products. We also gave them a $90+ monetary donation.

Currently they are working to raise money for 4 foster children who have earned trips to Washington D.C. for their academic achievements. They are raffling off themed baskets and sold jeans days to raise money.  They are also working on raising money to send members to the national conference. They did our annual Super Bowl Raffle. They held a luncheon in January for the Membership Drive campaign and have 2 interested counselors.

Kansas City: 
They started a toy drive for Children’s Mercy, in December we did a cake walk for the office prior to Christmas as well as a MADE luncheon, and in January we held a lunch and learn for the office with VR coming to talk to us about what they do. We are doing our membership drive next Tuesday along with a MADE specific training on the digital library.  
St Louis:  They raised money for hurricane Harvey survivors, a food drive and adopted a family for Christmas.  Also had a Super Bowl themed Membership drive. 
Springfield:

They hosted presenters from Vocational Rehabilitation. They had a Psych MC to provide a thorough training on Mental Status Exams. They volunteered to discuss strategies for specialized cases, which we presented to the DM. They held a fundraiser, cakewalk and included a neighboring office to join. They hosted games for the Christmas party.
Montana: 
In October, they organized the Halloween potluck in our office with prizes for best costumes and best decorated door/cubicle and trick-or-treating for children. In November, they organized Suicide Awareness talk for all employees in office and volunteered at Survivor Day at the state Capitol. They also organized Food Drive for Helena Food Share in which they collected 130.45 pounds of food and donated eight turkeys. In December, they created a basket for silent auction for the Friendship Center (local women’s shelter) and sold 50/50 tickets for this fundraiser. They purchased and collected donated items to give to the women and children at the Friendship Center- these items included toiletries, socks, pillows, food items, hairbrushes, etc. In January, they had a Souper Chili lunch fundraiser selling soup and chili.  In February,  they organized Super Bowl potluck for lunch on Feb 2nd to celebrate the big game. 
Nebraska: 8/17 – They hosted a Solar Eclipse viewing event since Lincoln Nebraska was in the direct path of a total eclipse with a luncheon with “Solar Explosion,” & “Moon over Lincoln.” Sandwiches and sides, chips and desserts. During the eclipse, they served ice cream SUNdae’s with various toppings.  In November, they hosted a Thanksgiving Dinner with food was mostly prepared from a local supermarket and people brought in side dishes. Super Bowel themed Membership Drive. 
South Dakota: Holiday party/luncheon at Olive Garden, membership drive in February. 

Utah: No activity. 

Wyoming: They supported the Community Action of Laramie County’s, Kinship Program. This program offers support and resources to grandparents raising grandchildren. They participated in the annual “Adopt a Grandfamily, adopting 5 families, buying Christmas presents for these families. 
We have no members in Iowa or North Dakota.  
To recognize our chapter presidents, I continue to send a recognition certificate to immediate past presidents, thanking them for serving as a NADE Chapter President.

I look forward to continuing my role as the Great Plains Regional Director and what the future of NADE has to offer and how we can help change improve the disability program.
