NADE Great Lakes End Year 2018 Report  
As per my charges as a Regional Director, I would keep at least monthly communication with the Great Lakes region.  
I have since sent monthly emails to the Great Lakes region with our monthly membership reports.  

I sent out updates regarding the NADE National Conference. I also sent my region the NADE Testimony by the Subcommittee on Social Security, Committee on Ways and Means.  I also requested that members submit theme for NDPW as well as articles for the NADE Advocate.  I would make sure to keep the chapter presidents informed of any issues with the website and keep up with any reminders.  I encouraged to chapter to participate in activities for National Donate Life and for NDPW and then submit their activities for the contests for National Donate Life, NDPW and the photo contest.  

I gave feedback regarding the future of regional officers in this region.  Also gave some feedback to a chapter who was struggling with membership issues.  
I sent recruitment money to the following chapters Illinois, Michigan, Ohio and Wisconsin. 

Chapter activities within the region include: 
Illinois:  
The IADE Board hosted a “Baseball Opening Day” fundraiser where we sold sell hot dogs and cracker jacks in March.  We held a Spring “It’s Scrapicated” fundraiser in April.  Our “IADE Spring Training Conference” took place on 05/02/18. The theme this year was “Rolling with the Changes.” It seemed appropriate to the theme that the hotel lost electricity during the conference, and our luncheon speaker had to give his speech by candle light. However, the rest of the conference went smoothly with excellent speakers and networking opportunities. We also held our annual “Casual Weeks” fundraiser, where employees can pay to wear shorts for specific weeks May – September, or all summer long. Proceeds benefit IADE training and local charities. 

During NDPW, we had an Avanti’s sub sandwich sale and Used Book Sale. We also held an ice cream social for all staff. We put positive message on stars and distributed them throughout the agency.

Indiana: No chapter despite trying to get interest in this state, the offer was kindly declined. 
Michigan: 
MADE sponsored a pizza lunch gathering/memorial to honor Dr. Blaine Pinaire who passed away. They spearheaded a collection of hand warmers and money to buy hand warmers for the homeless. 14 hand warmers were donated and 320 additional hand warmers were purchased with the money donated by the Detroit DDS staff. The hand warmers were donated to NSO (Neighborhood Service Organization). Had a Gift of Life speaker come in and speak about the importance of organ donation with pizza and door prizes provided. They collaborated with the Diversity Group at NSA and hosted an office wide Cinco de Mayo Fiesta luncheon.
NDPW: In our Lansing Sub-chapter, we celebrated NDPW with a weeklong Scavenger Hunt with various clues through the office. Each person who participated was entered in a drawing for a $25 gift card at end of week. Monday was MADE Member recognition day; members were given a green balloon as well as a free snack and pop. Tuesday was Tropical Day; staff were encouraged to wear Hawaiian shirts, Lei’s were handed out to staff, and ice cream treats provided at afternoon break. Wednesday was MADE Member Massage Day; two massage therapists came in and provided 10 minute chair massages for $10, several free massages were raffled off to whole office. Thursday was Detectives and Donuts Day; juice, milk and donuts were provided for the whole office. 

In our Detroit Sub-Chapter we celebrated NDPW by holding an activity every day with Monday: free bag of chips, Tuesday: free popsicles, Wednesday: DDS bingo during lunch and cake & pop during the afternoon break, Thursday: healthy walk, Friday: DDS bingo during lunch  and popcorn and lemonade during the afternoon break. We had an Appreciation Pizza Lunch for the D-MADE members and friends of D-MADE that worked on the 2017 NADE National Training Conference.

Hosted National Disability Professionals Week: Passed out four puzzles for staff to solve to be entered into drawings to win prizes, held office wide Ice cream Sundae/float bar and drawing of the winners of the puzzles, and 6 new MADE members joined during this week with the special offer of receiving partial reimbursement on their membership dues for some sub-chapters. 
Michigan-Kalamazoo:  
Registration drive and Organ Donor event in April. NDPW activities. Sock the closet event providing college supplies for foster kids.  They do monthly inservices on variety of topics. 
Minnesota:  No activities were submitted.  
Ohio:  No activities were submitted.  
Wisconsin:  
We have had a busy quarter in the WI DDS but were able to have a bagel sale and a week full of activities for NDPW with a bagel and fruit breakfast sponsored by WADE for all staff that was well attended on Monday. Tuesday we had a speaker from SOAR come as part of a lunch and learn, WED the supervisors and management had an annual brat fry complete with smores for dessert for all staff as a show of appreciation for all of the hard work done in the office, Thursday we did a Who’s Who event where you had to be a detective and figure out who the person with the specific skill or talent was in the office., Friday we had a pet friendly bring your dog to work event over the lunch hour in the grassy area outside of the building. As part of the entire week, we advertised and recruited for bone marrow donation testing that we will be doing in August as part of our monthly blood drive. We also had baskets out to collect food for the local food pantry.
I would like to thank President Jennifer Pounds for the great opportunity in leading this region over the last several months as it is was great honor in doing so.  I look forward to mentoring the next Great Lakes Regional Director in their endeavors in this role.
