NADE Pacific Region End-Year 2018 Report
Thank you for allowing me to serve as the Pacific Region Director again this year. 

This year was an especially busy one, with revitalization efforts continuing across the Pacific Region. During the past year, I contacted all Chapter Presidents and independent members no less than monthly, providing board news, reminders, and other national updates. I also participated in events held by both the Nevada and Oregon DDSs. 
I continued to focus most of my attention on membership recruitment and retention in the Pacific Region. The participation at the local level this was apparent in the overall increase in membership, but especially in the continued revitalization of previously unincorporated chapters. 
Although some memberships lapsed, most of these loses were due to retirements, which were reported to the Retiree Committee. Despite these losses, The Pacific Region completed the 2017-2018 membership year with 69 additional members over the previous year (June 2017).
Chapters across the Pacific Region fueled their recruitment and retention activities with events ranging from DDS celebrations to community fund-raising, which were included in the chapter reports I received:

Alaska- Increased membership by one.
Arizona- Increased membership to 25. This chapter received their EIN and prepared to file for incorporation status with the state. AzADE held their first membership drive, board elections, and NDPW celebrations at both locations (Tucson and Phoenix), whereas, previously only the Phoenix DDS maintained any active members. In recognition of their accomplishments, and to assure their NDPW was successful they received a $25 grant from the Pacific RD fund.
This bisected chapter also hosted multiple DDS and community events over the last year. One of their efforts yielded 77 cases of water for the Phoenix Rescue Mission, while another provided school supplies for underprivileged children!

Guam: Increased membership by one.
Hawaii: No report submitted.
Idaho: Increased membership from zero to 43. This chapter is also exploring the next steps in the incorporation process. Idaho held membership drives, board elections, and luncheons over the year.  In addition, as part of their NDPW event, they hosted SWAP-ORTUNITYs and a children’s cancer fund-raiser/awareness event.  Their NDPW theme encouraged their peers to be “part of the solution – the cure”. This chapter was granted $25 from the Pacific RD fund to assist with their first NDPW celebration, since revitalizing the chapter.

Nevada: Increased membership by three (23). However, in the previous year, NVADE revitalized this multi-office chapter, incorporated, elected an executive board, and provided support to other chapters contending with the issues unique to decentralized chapters. NVADE. For their ongoing efforts and support to new chapters, they too were rewarded with $25 from the RD fund for their NDPW events.
Oregon: No report submitted. 
Washington (3 Chapters): The Washington chapters sent two delegates to the Las Vegas, NV DDS to participate in their observance of Organ/Tissue Donation Month. Delegates were treated to a tour, a salad bar lunch, and a presentation from the NV Donor Network. In recognition of Wash R-S regional support, they too were presented $25 from the RD fund. Washington: WADERS and OlyWADE also work together to assure NADE maintains a presence in Spokane DDS (EWADE) in the absence of a local board. 

Oly-WADE reported an increase in membership recently (2), as well as employee appreciation activities in conjunction with their observance of NDPW, and Disability Examiner Certifications for four members!

WADERS reported sponsoring events aimed at reinvigorating the chapter and improving the transition of staff to the new office environment in Federal Way. This DDS met challenges related to transportation, office space, lack of lunch/social options, as well as the general issues that arise from “breaking-in” a new office. WADERS participated in the administration’s staff appreciation event by providing breakfast items, while admin provided lunch. At this same event, WADERS combined resources with their NADE membership grant to offer two membership scholarships and gained two new members! Some of the other organized events include: 1) A NDPW scavenger hunt related to DDS claim adjudication, and 2) a soda-float fund-raiser to raise funds available for membership and NTC grants.
Unfortunately, the California chapters have remained inactive, so there is no news to report for this state.
