NADE SouthWest Region 2018 End of Year Report

I am proud to represent the states and territories of the Southwest region and honored to be a member of the NADE Board. 
I kept the SW Region informed of information passed on from the board of any upcoming reports and activities such as:

· Sending monthly membership reports sent to the SW Region Chapters. 
· Volunteer names to serve on all committees from Southwest Region Chapters obtained and submitted to the NADE President.
· I sent out suggestions in ways to help build/revitalize chapters and membership growth to BRADE, SLADE and LADE. I am currently still in contact with SLADE to help with becoming active again. I also asked them if interested I am able to help with $100 toward membership fees. I also sent reminders to each chapter to request the $50.00 recruitment grant.

· During the Hurricane Harvey/Irma disaster, I kept in contact with my SW Region chapters for well-being and if anything needed to let us know. 
· I also requested the members to submit for the NADE advocate and a theme ideas for the NDPW. I forwarded submitted ideas. 
· I also suggested a one day SW Regional Conference in Oklahoma. The location of the training will be in the DDS office and approved by my Division Administrator, Brian Nickles. Through email communication, SW Region Chapters agreed to have this one conference in Oklahoma, hosted by OKADE.

Highlights of three Southwest Region Chapters from February - July:

BRADE:  BRADE has sponsored an office-wide event, making single use portions of laundry detergent for one of their local homeless shelters.  BRADE hosted an office-wide dessert bake off.  Employees could enter a dessert based on best taste or best decorated.  There was a suggested donation of $2/person to come in and sample the different desserts.

They also hosted a cake and lunch reception for their new examiner training class.

BRADE did host a lunch and learn where one of our psychologists gave a presentation on Chronic Traumatic Encephalopathy.  They served pizza during this lunch and it seemed to be a big hit!

BRADE assisted the office awards committee with plates, napkins, cups, etc., for their awards ceremony.
LADE:  Did fundraisers for Providence House, services for homeless. They did sock fundraiser for Veterans home. NDPW moved to the following week due to audits. NDPW activities: DDS trivia with supplies as prizes; ice cream/popsicle social; healthy breakfast day and a pizza lunch.
SLADE:  Does not have any active members at this time.
New MADE: The NEW MADE chapter has been very busy this year. 

February 2018- Hosted their 4th Annual “Souper” Bowl sale.  Proceeds donated to the University of New Mexico Children’s Hospital.  They are currently hosting a Valentine’s raffle.  They raffled gifts card for a dinner and movie.  Proceeds donated to a local organization that provided “Chemo Care Bags” for breast cancer patients. The Chemo Care Bags distributed to various local hospitals.

They are also in the process of brainstorming creative ideas for new members, planning and Employee Wellness program.  New Mexico/NEW MADE is a small but a mighty chapter!

OKADE: Over the past year, OKADE has supported three children’s charities giving them an estimated amount of 4,306.00. The charities include Bethany Children’s Hospital, Infant Crisis Center, and the Toby Keith Foundation.  OKADE has weekly fundraisers throughout the year to fund it charitable giving.  This provides a service to employees and the funds support our local giving. OKADE participated in Organ Donation, by holding speaker meetings for the Oklahoma DDS and providing information to three hundred plus employees on Organ Donation.
