NADE Mid-Year Board Report
I kept regular communication with my region as per my charges as Regional Director. 

Here are the highlights of the Great Plains Chapters activities:

Colorado
The Colorado Chapter had fundraisers for two separate employees. One employee’s daughter was in a tragic pedestrian accident and another was a retiree in need of assistance. The Chapter had monthly Payday pizza parties and sponsor training every other month for staff that they call Lunch and Learns. The conducted a membership drive in January and implemented a new committee called CASH with is an assistance program for Colorado DDS employees that have dire needs with the option to raise funds if the person so chooses.

Missouri

The Cape Girardeau Chapter had a back to school supply drive and donated the supplies to the local Salvation Army. A raffle basket was auctioned off in the fall and proceeds donated to a local charity that purchases tablets for children who are receiving chemotherapy treatment. A Halloween Costume Contest was sponsored. Items were collected and sent to soldiers overseas in November. MADE members participated in Feed My Starving Children in December as well as sponsoring two families through the Adopt-a-Family Project with Big Brothers and Big Sisters. Candy canes were sold to co-workers to fundraise in December. A recruitment event in January involved movie theater popcorn.

The JC Chapter began collecting gifts and items for a family of six as well as two senior citizens adopted through Hope for Christmas. A Lunch and Learn was hosted. Donations for lunch were collected and additional jean days were sold to raise $810. The Chapter is gearing up to hold a membership drive and introduce their newest hires with a soup and salad luncheon.

The KC Chapter has had a Lunch and Learn presentation regarding Autism in September, a FISH feedback presentation to management, and held board elections. In October, MADE members too all feedback regarding boosting morale and made signs for the office and conducted other morale boosting activities. An end of the fiscal year BBQ was held and MADE members helped organize and cook for the event. A Cake Walk was planned and held for the office in November. December brought a Christmas dinner off sight for MADE members, toy drive for Hudson’s Heroes, and another morale booster. 

In January, the chapter decorated cubicles for new hires and provided maps and welcome baskets. A presentation was made by MADE members to the new hires to solicit interest in joining. 

The Springfield Chapter collected money for Making Stride against Breast Cancer and Ozarks Food Harvest. A small group of MADE members started participating in the SmartDollar program, which is the personal finance class for government employees through the Dave Ramsey program.

The St. Louis Chapter hosted events for Professional Week that included an ice cream social, providing pretzel bite treats at break, and a potluck lunch with interactive games. A fundraiser with Cardinal tickets was donated by a MADE member. In December, MADE adopted a family consisting of a single mother and three children, one with special needs. In January, a Super Bowl themed membership drive was held and 3 members were added as a result. A bake sale fundraiser was also held. 
Montana
The Montana Chapter had a fundraiser in October to help raise funds for NADE members to travel to the National NADE Conference in August. In November, food was collected and 154 pounds were donated to Helena Food Share. In addition, two board members attended a lunch tour to learn more about the Helena Food Share pantry and the services they offer within the community. In January, two separate fundraisers were held to raise money to fund memberships; membership of this Chapter nearly doubled after these fundraisers.
Nebraska
The Nebraska Chapter held a Halloween lunch in with NeADE provided sub sandwiches. A costume contest was held and the winner was awarded a cash prize. The annual Thanksgiving dinner was held in November. NeADE provided a turkey dinner to employees. A clothing and cash drive was held for the Matt Talbot kitchen. Cash donations of $60.00 and many boxes of food items, personal care items, coats, gloves, and clothing were donated. In January, election of new officers were held.
North Dakota
There was no response received from this Chapter despite multiple attempts to contact.

Utah

This is a very small chapter so activities were not held the first 6 months of the year. Recruitment events were planned as the office has had new hires.
