2018-2019 Mid-Year Report
The Southeast Region has been very busy thus far recruiting and getting the word out about NADE.  We have worked hard to increase our numbers with several chapters holding membership recruitment efforts in January and early February.  Chapters held a Meet & Greet to introduce those interested to current members and explaining the importance of what NADE is all about.  Light refreshments were provided and well received across the board.  I continue to encourage member recruitment amongst our chapters and each of them are doing a fantastic job in this effort.
The Southeast Region has been extremely active so far this year with community service projects.  Examples of these projects are as follows: SCADES sponsored a fundraiser for a local Animal Shelter and was able to raise over 100 pounds of supplies including food, toys, treats, bedding, and $50 for the shelter.  MADE collected items to donate to The Matt’s House, and Boys and Girls Club of Central MS.  The Matt’s House provides a safe and comfortable shelter for homeless women and children with various disabilities, while the Boys and Girls club inspire young people to become successful and responsible.  AADE held a food drive for Feeding the Gulf Coast and gathered around 183 pounds of food.  They also completed a winter wear drive benefiting Family Connections with a total of 110 coats donated along with other products.  AADE also sold t-shirts during Breast Cancer Awareness Week, raising $910 to benefit the BCRFA.   THADE assisted in the recovery efforts from Hurricane Florence by collecting a variety of items to send to those affected by the storm.  They also held a school supply drive to assist local schools with needed material for the school year.  THADE also held a DDS Costume Contest where people voted on the best costume, and money raised went to support the local Food Bank.
THADE would like to recognize and send a huge Thank You to the BRADE chapter in Baton Rouge, LA for supporting our community after the recent hurricane.  Hurricane Florence devastated North Carolina back in September with wind and rain, resulting in many homes and roads flooded.  The BRADE chapter sent over 50 gift cards to our chapter for us to disperse into the community for those affected by the storm.  Their very generous donation is the support those families needed, and why NADE is considered a family!
Southeast Chapters have also held many team-building activities as well.   THADE, along with many other chapters, had a Veterans luncheon in honor of Veteran’s Day.  AADE, in September, hosted the Acting Inspector General at the time, Ms. Gale Stone, to their DDS along with the presentation she presented at the NADE National Conference in Virginia.  
Many chapters continue to have fundraisers throughout the year to fund various projects from fellowships to Scholarships.  The Southeast Chapters are very creative in their fundraising events, such as a Beach Blast full of beach supplies by AADE, backpack and school supple drive by THADE as well as silent auction and ice cream bar, and an omelet bar fundraiser by SCADES.  Our chapters plan to continue hosting fundraisers throughout the year.
As of the deadline, there was no report submitted from Georgia, Kentucky, or Tennessee.  
Within the Southeast Region, GADE is planning and preparing to host the 2019 NADE Training Conference.  We are looking forward to the Conference in Atlanta and encourage all members to attend. 
It has been a pleasure working with the NADE Board in this capacity and will continue to strive to bring awareness to NADE for the remainder of my tenure as Southeast Regional Director.
