B. 2026 National Training Conference Preparation

Arkansas has expressed interest in hosting the 2026 conference. The conference committee will proceed with obtaining a contract for the 2026 NADE National Training Conference. 
C. Chapter Services Handbook Update

The process has started to update the Chapter Services Handbook. Julie Kujath has volunteered to be on the committee. The committee chair (Sarah Waldsmith) is looking for committee members. 

D. Disbursement of membership grants to chapter/sub-chapters
Marjorie Garcia has continued to gather data regarding membership grants, and has included it in her report. In the current year, there were 90 new members with $650 spent in membership grants. NADE has remained within its budget for these grants. 
E. Definition of Chapter
Ayanna Conley provided the current “Definition of Chapter” in the Microsoft Teams chat during the meeting. There was a discussion held regarding the terminology. Chapters with 501c3 status should be filing a 990-N with the IRS annually. The discussion was tabled as Julie Kujath will gather data from the Regional Directors addressing the definition of chapter. The discussion will be resumed at the New Board meeting. 
New Business:

A. Underwood Creative Contract Proposal
A discussion was held regarding the terms of NADE’s webmaster contract with Underwood Creative. The cost and the contract have not changed over the past five years. Other webmasters have been investigated, but none are as affordable. Jennifer Nottingham made a motion to approve the contract, Marjorie Garcia seconded. The motion passed. 

B. Non-dues Revenue
Julie Kujath made a motion to donate 100 pens and 100 pencils from the Non-dues inventory to be used in the registration bags at the 2025 NADE National Training conference. A discussion was held regarding the cost/value of these items. The pens/pencils were purchased many years ago, so the original cost was not known. The retail value of the pens is $300.00 ($3.00/piece), and the retail value of the pencils is $50.00 ($.50/piece). There will still be several hundred pens/pencils available in the Non-Dues inventory after the donation. Amber Barnes seconded the motion. The motion passed. 
C. Nevada State Chapter Topic
The Nevada State Chapter is requesting approval to use the NADE logo on a chapter shirt. A design of the Nevada chapter shirt was shown during the meeting. Julie Kujath made a motion to use the NADE logo on the Nevada chapter shirt, Michelle Wade seconded.  The motion passed.

4) Regional Directors will provide data to Julie Kujath related to the definition of chapter by the New Board meeting. The “Definition of Chapter” will be on the agenda at the General Assembly and New Board meetings. 
5) CCP Chair Sarah Waldsmith will send her master chapter list with contacts to Julie Kujath so she can correlate with information received from the Regional Directors. 
6) Ayanna Conley will sign the Underwood Creative Contract, and will obtain information regarding potential future updates for the contract.
